1)  Know what the prefixes dis, re, pre, and non do to a word.

2) Synthesizing Information:  Help you understand how things are alike and different (classify and categorize)
3) Making Conclusions:  Taking pieces of what you know and adding it with what you have read to better understand it

4) Publishing Writing:  Making a neat copy of writing, it can be on paper or typed on a computer

5) Alliteration:  Know what it is and be able to pick out examples in passages (Use of words that have the same beginning sound—makes writing sound more interesting)

6) Organizational Patterns:  compare/contrast (how things are same and different), cause and effect (how one thing causes another), sequence (how you order things), problem to solution

7) Adjectives:  Be able to identify them in a sentence (words that describe nouns)

8) Articles:  a (identifies a singular noun—comes before a word that starts with a consonant), an (identifies a singular noun—comes before a word that starts with a vowel), and the (identifies a singular or plural noun)

9) Vocabulary:  Know the definitions and be able to use them in a sentence (challenge, pressure, immense, occupation, astronaut, atmosphere, astronomy, avoid, launch, process)
